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introduction

Amadeusz is a charitable organization that has been operating
in Toronto since 20009.

Mission: Amadeusz supports young people who are
incarcerated to create positive change in their lives through
access to education, community programs and supports,
mentorship and exceptional care.

Vision: Creating a future with equitable access to education
and community support.

The Amadeusz education program supports young people aged

18 to 35 in working towards their educational goals. The goal of
this program is to provide young people who are incarcerated
with the opportunity, resources, and support to complete their
high school education and to explore, prepare for, and attend
post-secondary schooling.

The Amadeusz education program has three streams of
programming: Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD)
completion, high school equivalency (CAEC) completion, and
post-secondary.

The post-secondary stream of programming facilitates access to
college and university courses and certificates through established
partnerships with post-secondary institutions. This avenue provides

participants the chance to pursue college certificates through
print-based courses or to fulfill courses that can be transferred to
their existing post-secondary education.

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Amadeusz developed a partnership with TVO ILC to offer the
Canadian Adult Education Credential (CAEC) in a paper-based
format to participants at the Toronto South and Toronto East

Detention Centers. This provides access to an alternative
pathway for high school completion.

In 2025, ten $2,000 scholarships were awarded to young people
who have been released from incarceration, are currently in
community, and registered or will be registered for full-time
post-secondary studies in 2025. Read more here.

In 2025, 42 OSSD graduates and three post-secondary graduates
were celebrated in six graduation ceremonies at the Toronto
South Detention Centre and Toronto East Detention Centre.
Ceremonies includes speeches, presentation of diploma, cap
and gown photos, and more.

In October of 2025, Maytree published an article on their website
called “Delivering on the Right to Education in a Punishing
System.” This article spoke on the barriers to education that two
past Amadeusz participants faced before, during, and after their
incarceration.
